Minutes of 315 Standing Committee on Accreditation and Affiliation meeting held on 18.06.2026 at Kaushal Bhawan, Delhi

The 31% Meeting of the Standing Committee on Accreditation and Affiliation (SCAA) was held on 18.06.2026 to discuss the de-affiliation cases
of 80 ITIs of Rajasthan State.

The list of participants who attended the meeting is attached at Annexure-1.

At the outset, Shri Sunil Kumar Gupta, Deputy Director General, DGT, Chairperson of SCAA, welcomed all the committee members and
participants. Thereafter, Shri Satish Kumar, Joint Director, TC took agenda points for detailed discussions. The details of discussions, deliberations,
and agenda-wise decisions taken by the Chair, are placed below:

Agenda 1: Action Taken Report of 30th SCAA meeting held on 25.05.2026.
The Minutes of the 30th SCAA meeting, held on 25.05.2026, have been issued and uploaded on the DGT MIS Portal. The Minutes of the Meeting
have been communicated to all the Committee Members.

Agenda 2: Affiliation/De-affiliation matters pertaining to 80 Private ITIs, in continuation of the discussions recorded in the Minutes of
the 27th SCAA Meeting held on 06.03.2026.

The 27th Meeting of the (SCAA) held on 06.03.2026 at Kaushal Bhawan, New Delhi. During the meeting, the Committee deliberated upon the
cases of affiliation and de-affiliation of ITIs that had been recommended by the State Skill Development and Entrepreneurship Committee
(SSDEC), Rajasthan, in its 9th and 10th meetings held on 17.09.2025 and 23.09.2025, respectively.

In adherence to the principles of natural justice, the 25" SCAA decided to provide the concerned 1TlIs a final opportunity to submit their
representations and show-cause replies, along with supporting documents, explaining why action for de-affiliation should not be taken against

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Further, these matters were discussed in 27" SCAA in its meeting held on 06.03.2026 and pursuant to the decision taken in the 27th SCAA
meeting, joint inspections of the 80 ITIs were conducted by the RDSDE Rajasthan in coordination with the State Directorate, Rajasthan. The
inspection reports were subsequently received from the RDSDE Rajasthan and placed before the 315 SCAA for consideration and final decision
regarding continuation of affiliation/de-affiliation.

The details of 80 ITIs and 31% SCAA remarks are available at Annexure-2.

Agenda 3 - SCAA also observed that in several cases, de-affiliation proceedings were initiated on the ground that the ITI was not found at the
coordinates mentioned on the NCVT MIS Portal, which was construed as shifting of the ITI without prior approval. However, in their replies,
many such ITIs have submitted that they are functioning at their original affiliated location and that the discrepancy in coordinates arose due to
inadvertent entry of incorrect coordinates on the erstwhile NCVT MIS Portal at the time of geo-tagging.

31%t SCAA Remarks- SCAA further observed that presently there is no provision or process available on the MIS Portal for correction of such
coordinates. In view of this, the State Directorate is directed to examine all such cases and submit a consolidated list of 1TIs where such coordinate
discrepancies exist, along with the actual verified coordinates of each such ITI. While preparing this list, the State Directorate shall ensure that
only those ITIs which have not changed their physical location from the originally affiliated premises are included in this exercise.
